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Saturday saw the Wanderers travel to 
Bark Hutts for their first home game of 
the season against last season’s first 
grade champions, Bondi. 
 
The day started badly for Wanderers 
with Ryan Ostle being forced to with-
drawal from the squad. The injury oc-
curring after Ryan naively decided to 
borrow a pair of Andy Corletts’ boots at 
training resulting in him picking up an 
inevitable injury. 
 
Following complaints of verbal abuse 
by match officials at the Golden Stars 
game, the Wanderers committee were 
forced to make a plea to supporters 
prior to kick off to ensure there was no 
repeat of the behavior that raised con-
cern at SAFL headquarters. Chairman 
Mal’s presence in the canteen adding 
further monitoring of the conduct of 
supporters. 
 
Wanderers started the game in a famil-
iar 4-4-2 formation with Callum spear-
heading the attack in his first competi-
tive game of the season. Chances were 
at a premium in the first 15 minutes with 
both sides not prepared to give any-
thing away in a cagey opening. 
 
The balance of the game gradually 
changed as the central midfield duo of 
Mark and Adam took a firm grip of the 
game, unsettling their opponents in the 
process. The Wanderers took the initia-
tive and created a couple of half 
chances following industrious play from 
Hamo, Osman and Singho. 
 
The opening goal duly arrived following 
another flowing move down the right, 
that resulted in Callum sprinting clear of 
both centre halves and lashing the ball 
past a helpless keeper from the edge of 
the area. 

Bondi failed to respond this setback 
and Wanderers continued to dominate 
the majority of the first half. As had hap-
pened the previous week, Wanderers 
created a number of inviting opportuni-
ties however failed to capitalize and 
add to their lead. An area of their game 
that is sure to have infuriated Manager 
Gunn. 
 
As the half drew to a close the referee 
issued a number of yellow cards for 
innocuous challenges amidst increasing 
pressure and whinging from Bondi play-
ers who attempted to exert increasing 
pressure and influence on the young 
whistle blower. 
 
With half time possibly coming at the 
wrong time for the Wanderers, Bondi 
were able to take stock on what had 
been a disappointing first half. 
 
Bondi’s manager, allegedly being paid 
this season, was required to induce a 
significant change in his team’s per-
formance at half time. 
 
This he did, and Bondi started the sec-
ond half by abandoning they’re aes-
thetically pleasing footballing principles 
of last season and adapting an aerial 
bombardment at every given opportu-
nity. This change in tactic caused sig-
nificant difficulty to the Wanderers, who 
spent the first 10 minutes of the half 
defending Delap-esque long throw-ins 
and long balls. 
 
The relentless pressure eventually tell-
ing as Wanderers conceded twice in 
the opening 15 minutes. Attempts to re-
group and get back into the game were 
dealt a blow when defensive lynchpin 
Andy Corlett was forced off after tweak-
ing a hamstring, thus ending his 

chances of playing consecutive games 
for the first time since 1999.   
As the second half progressed the bal-
ance of play was firmly in the favour of 
Bondi as Wanderers failed to maintain 
enough possession of the ball. They did 
continue to create the odd chance 
through the tireless forward partnership 
of Callum and Hamo whilst Singho’s 
work rate never faltered. 
 
Bondi added a third with a ‘dubious’ 
penalty, with Honest Phil Osman claim-
ing he got all of the ball in a 50 / 50 in 
the box. The referee disagreed and 
Brandon was left to pick the ball out of 
the back of the net. 
 
The introduction of Thomas and Barry 
added some much needed fresh legs 
but Wanderers could not add to the 
score-sheet. 
 
On what turned out to be a disappoint-
ing afternoon for the Wanderers, Adam 
Leatherbarrow worked tirelessly 
throughout, showing that he is over-
coming the effects of a hard off season 
in the Wallace, and Simon again 
showed great strength, pace and excel-
lent reading of the game at centre half. 
 
With the day sure to be remembered 
more for the style of Barry’s hair as op-
posed to the style of Wanderers foot-
ball, there is much to think about for 
manager Gunn. 
 
However, a return to Easton Park this 
Saturday should hopefully result in a 
turn in fortune for first grade against 
local rivals, Leichhardt Saints.

YOU ARE THE REF - Last weeks answers: 

1. It's a corner. The striker made the right choice to pull out of his shot to avoid injuring the diving defender – but the de-
fender has done nothing illegal to deny the goalscoring chance. You cannot penalise him: it's just unlucky for the striker. 

2. What a mess: as a team of officials, you have to be alert to prevent this sort of problem. As it is, you now need to act 
promptly to clear it up. Disallow the goal, show the unofficial sub a yellow card, and ask him to leave the field. Then restart 
with an indirect free kick to the defence from anywhere inside the goal area (six-yard box). That is the limit of what you 
can do during play, but after the game you should make sure both clubs know exactly what happened, and inform them 
that you'll be reporting everything to the authorities.  

3. Book the substitute. But you can't now change the Laws to make things seem fairer – there's nothing in them to allow you 
to grant extra substitutions. You should, though, report the incident to the authorities who may take additional action.
