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Stalemate on the Easton Front 
 
The ANZAC weekend game for first 
grade had a lot of similarities to trench 
warfare with a lot of effort for in the end 
little result. 
 
The Wanderers started the game with 
a lot of missing comrades including 
Ryan, Mark and Phil but had strong 
reserves ready to step forward and a 
number of people playing out of posi-
tion to help out the side.
