We're again running with two episodes of “You are the Ref” this week.



YOU ARE THE REF - Last weeks answers:
Kuyt:

1.

He may be quick-thinking, but he's also committing an offence. Do not award an offside: let play continue, and then,
when the ball is next out of play, show the defender a yellow card for deliberately remaining off the field of play with-
out permission.

2. You haven't seen the incident, your colleagues haven't seen it, and you cannot use TV evidence. So play on: restart
with a throw. This is obviously totally unacceptable though: you'll have a hard time calming everyone down and re-
taining some credibility. An incident like this being missed by all four officials is not good enough. It's so important
that the fourth official and your non-active assistant stay aware of what is going on across the field of play, rather
than just watching the ball. Report what happened to the authorities after the game.

3. The law is clear on this: show the scorer a second yellow card, followed by a red and abandon the game. The law
states: "The referee must not allow the match to resume if a team does not have the minimum number of seven
players."

Fergie:

1. As you have decided to continue to play despite the worsening conditions you must now make a firm decision, then
stick to it. If you cannot uncover the line beneath the snow, pace out 16.5m (18 yds) from the goalline before making
your judgment. Clearly it would have been better to have stopped the game earlier to ask for the lines to be
brushed.

2. Restart the half properly, and report your error to the authorities after the game. It's an awful error: you should have
recorded who kicked off in your notebook.

3. play, and have the kick retaken. The ball needs to leave the penalty area before it is in play.
